INTRODUCTION

World Harvest Missions College is committed to the training and equipping of men and women for dynamic leadership and ministry. We believe not only in developing minds but also in discipling lives so that we can reach our full potential in God. A special focus of the school is upon developing our spiritual life and personal relationship with God as we fulfil our destiny and God’s mandate of the great commission.

WHMC recognises the need for dynamic leaders who can influence and affect changes not just in the churches but also in the market place. We therefore welcome students from all Christian churches and denominations even if they are not leaders at present.

WHMC believes in the unity of the Lord’s body and the spirit of excellence. We therefore work together with other like-minded entities. For this reason our tutors come from a diverse background with some of them having distinguished themselves in their area of specialization.
LOCAL CHURCH COMMITMENT

All our students are strongly encouraged to belong to and be rooted in a Bible-believing local fellowship, where they will worship regularly and serve faithfully. If they encounter any problems or need assistance in this area, they must notify the college as we network with many churches across the city of London.

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA

Assessment is continuous and includes both formative and summative assessments. Various methods are used to assess theoretical knowledge and its application to practice depending on the module. These could include practicals such as preaching and evangelism, presentations, essay writing and examination. Students must note that all summative assessments and attendance record count towards their final results. A minimum of 80% attendance is the requirement and class attendance registers will be taken.

ANNUAL MISSIONS TRIP

The college organises mission trips every year. The purpose is to expose each student to a new cross-cultural missions environment than they will be used to. It is mandatory that students go on at least one mission’s trip during their course of study, as they will need this to inform their final assessment.

COLLEGE ACTIVITIES

Our college is truly global in outlook, with students from different nations spanning different continents. Our courses are currently run on a part-time basis with a view to going full time in the near future. Students work towards a 2-year diploma, however there is an option of a certificate qualification after 1 year.  Our classes are held on Tuesdays and Wednesdays from 6.30pm-9.30pm. They commence with a short time of worship, prayer and exhortation from the word that is compulsory for all students. These times give our students the opportunity to lead prayer and share in devotional settings. We encourage our students to be involved in sports and healthy lifestyles-as bodily exercise profits little! 

COURSE MODULES

1. ADVANCED HOMILETICS:                                                                     This course forms an in-depth and advanced study of how to effectively preach and teach God’s word. Emphasis is placed on ministering the ‘life of the spirit’ with skill, vibrancy and freshness so that people’s lives are changed and the Kingdom is built on solid foundation. The course includes practical preaching experience.

2. BIBLICAL INTERPRETATION:                                                               This course deals with both the need for and the principles of sound interpretation of God’s word and seeks to equip the student with the necessary skills and resources for sound biblical exegesis.

3. CHURCH PLANTING I:                                                                              This course is designed to teach students the basics of church planting. This includes the theological foundations for church planting, various models of church planting, essentials for any successful church plant, the dangers and perils of church planting and the factors that contribute to failures in church planting.

4. CHURCH PLANTING II:                                                                          This course examines the whole process of planting a new church from the point of conception, through preparation and planning stages, to the actual planting of the church and its early life. It will raise issues like relationship with the mother church, finance, evangelistic strategy and leadership. Students will be exposed to church planting practitioners.

5. COMMUNITY SURVEY PROJECT:                                                        The whole class will be designated to a community, possibly a housing estate, to conduct a community survey for the purpose of developing an evangelistic and church planting strategy. The class will work together as a team, and the possibility of planting a church will not be ruled out.

6. CROSS CULTURAL MISSIONS:                                                                This course is designed to expose students to the cross-cultural aspects of missions. The course will highlight the various worldviews and religions and seek to understand them and how best the Christian missionary can present the gospel in a way that people of other faiths can understand i.e. cross-cultural communication.

7. LEADERSHIP:                                                                                                   This course is designed to explore principles and essentials of Christian leadership. Attempts will be made to reflect on the hallmarks of all successful leaders. These include vision, strategy and commitment. The course will also study the lives of some leaders in the Bible, highlights lessons and principles that can be applied in life.

8. THE GOSPEL AND ISLAM I:                                                                               This course provides a brief overview of the history and basic doctrines of Islam with the goal of gaining understanding on how to effectively present Christ to Muslims. The course includes a look at the different views between Christians and Muslims on such vital issues as the trinity, the person of Jesus Christ, the nature of salvation and basic worldviews.

9. THE OLD TESTAMENT & MISSIONS:                                                                        It is often believed, that the great commission passages are the only, if not the most important biblical mandate for missions. This course is designed to trace the theological mandate for missions from the Old Testament. The course will seek to establish the fact that without the great commission passages, there will still be enough evidence and motivation for missions in the Old Testament. The concept of Missio-Dei will be looked at and the missionary calling of Israel.

10. INTRODUCTION TO CHRISTIAN MISSIONS:                                             This course briefly traces the biblical perspective of missions from both the old and new testaments and then will look at some historical mandate starting from the Apostles to the modern times.

11. MAJOR WORLD RELIGIONS AND CULTS:                                        This course covers the study of the history, founders and beliefs of the major world religions and cults. The purpose is for each student to gain a better understanding of these groups in order to be better equipped to minister the gospel of Jesus Christ to them. Some of the major religions that will be covered include Hinduism, Buddhism, Animism, and the cults will include Mormons, Jehovah’s Witnesses, and the New Age.

12. HOMILETICS:                                                                                                         The art of sermon preparation and delivery is vital for every minister of the Gospel. This course is designed to introduce each student to the all-important skills needed to effectively minister God’s word in today’s world. You will be given both theoretic and practical training in this area.

13. PASTORAL EPISTLES:                                                                                  A study of the epistles to Timothy and Titus, focusing on instructions to Pastors and Church leaders in the local church.

14. THE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS:                                                                                     The life and ministry of Jesus Christ is covered in the light of the synoptic gospels and the book of John.

15. EVANGELISM AS A LIFESTYLE I:                                                                      The student is taught and challenged on the all-important work of soul winning. The purpose is to challenge each student to begin to live a lifestyle of evangelism. Students will be exposed to some practical sessions.

16. THE CHARACTER AND NATURE OF GOD:                                                        Often God has become impersonal to many believers. This course is designed to teach the students on how to know God more intimately based on the attributes that God has revealed to us in scriptures. They include-personality: self-existence, immutability, omnipotence, love, holiness, mercy, etc.

17. HISTORY OF CHRISTIAN MISSIONS:                                                               This course will explore the history of modern missions and look at some of the outstanding men and women that have changed the cause of world missions. Students will draw inspiration from the heroes of faith and challenged to make a difference in their own world.

18. BIBLICAL ESCHATOLOGY:                                                                                 This course is designed to look at some of the end time events and the various schools of interpretations. Particular attention will be paid to the book of revelations.

19. THE LIFE OF PRAYER:                                                                                     This course takes a look at the role and place of prayer in the life of every believer and minister. Special emphasis will be laid on the lives of men and women who had outstanding prayer lives-both in Scriptures and modern times.

20. THE BOOK OF JOB:                                                                                     This book deals with the doctrine of Christian suffering, the work of Satan, the vanity of Human Philosophy and the Ultimate Divine Deliverance for the righteous.

21. CHRISTIAN ETHICS:                                                                                  Major issues of life such as justice, war, abortion, euthanasia, sexuality and marriage and other moral and social issues will be dealt with in view of what we believe!

22. THE UNREACHED PEOPLES:                                                                This course is designed to intimate the student with who the unreached people groups are, where they are, some of the challenges the Church is facing and strategies to reach them. Particular attention will be paid to the 10/40 window.
23. NEW TESTAMENT PRINCIPLES FOR WORLD EVANGELIZATION: This course offers students the opportunity of studying and discovering some biblical principles and strategies for World evangelisation, based on the book of Acts of the Apostles.
24. CHURCH GROWTH:                                                                                   The course examines the Church growth principles, the factors that affect the growth of a Church and the causes of decline. Students will be encouraged to apply this to their Church situations.
25. THE BOOK OF ROMANS 1 & 2:                                                                  A thorough study of one of Paul’s most important epistles. The course builds a scriptural foundation for understanding the nature of grace in the plan of redemption as it is unfolded by Paul in this theological text of the New Testament. Many of the fundamental doctrines of our faith is explored in the course.
26. FOUNDATIONS OF CHRISTIAN MISSIONS:                                        Some of the issues to be explored includes-why world missions?, the history of world missions, priority number one-partnership in missions, the place of prayer in the harvest, the prosperity message and missions, etc.
27. CHRISTIAN APOLOGETICS:                                                                                  The purpose of the course is to equip each student to be able to share their faith in an increasing humanistic and secular society in the West.
28. THE SPIRITUAL HISTORY OF GREAT BRITAIN:                            This course seeks to explore the rich spiritual heritage of the nation of Great Britain. It looks at the influence of Christianity on the society-politics & government, media, education. We shall also examine some of the revivals and spiritual awakening that the nation has experienced, and the present spiritual climate.
29. STRATEGY PLANNING:                                                                             The course covers how to establish vision, how to write good goals and how to build a good strategy which will facilitate one’s vision for life and ministry.
30. PENTECOSTAL/CHARISMATIC THEOLOGY:                                  This course examines the ministry of the Holy Spirit with particular reference to Saint Luke. The course focuses on the gospel of Luke and Acts.
31. HISTORY AND PRINCIPLES OF REVIVAL:                                           A study of the history of revivals-both from the Bible and modern times and some important principles and features in revivals.
32. THE BOOK OF GALATIANS:                                                                    An in-depth study of the book, with special emphasis being placed on the question-‘How can a person be saved?’ A look at some of the problems that confronted the church and how it was resolved!
33. 1ST BOOK OF CORINTHIANS:                                                                    A study of one of the most important epistles of Paul. Particular emphasis will be placed on the issues and problems that confronted the church and how they were resolved! Any lessons for the local church today?
34. PASTORAL CARE:                                                                                    This course deals with the care for the whole person-individuality, relationships, physical, emotional and spiritual needs, past, present and future. 
35. EVANGELISM AND CHURCH PLANTING:                                                    This course explores the relationship between evangelism and church planting. It also seeks to examine such concepts as prophetic evangelism, social evangelism and power evangelism.
36. APOSTOLIC MARKET PLACE MINISTRY:                                            A new phenomenon is developing in the church of the 21st century, which is changing the shape of the church as we have known it for many decades. This course examines the apostolic ministry and ministers, how to discover, develop and deploy them. The whole concept of the kingdom of God will also be covered.
37. THE GOSPEL AND ISLAM II:                                                                          This course is a continuation of Gospel & Islam 1.
38. EVANGELISM AS A LIFESTYLE II:                                                             This course explores further and deeper some of the issues covered in the first course.
39. THE MISSION’S PERSONNEL: This course covers different areas about the mission’s personnel-His calling, Recruitment, Preparation, Care, Support, Family, Some Perils and Pitfalls and some stories of bravery and Grace.
40. UNREACHED PEOPLES II: This course is a continuation of part 1.
41. CHILDREN AND YOUTH EVANGELISM:                                                It is a known fact that not only is the church loosing children and the youth in their thousands every week, our gospel today has been largely irrelevant to them in a post Christian era. This course is designed to train students on how to present the gospel to the young ones in a dynamic, relevant and non-threatening manner. A special emphasis of this course is on literature and media evangelism.
